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SUMMARY:

Where in committing felonious assault defendant used force greater than was necessary to effectuate an aggravated robbery, defendant acted with a specific intent to harm, separate from any animus to rob the victim, and the offenses were separately punishable under R.C. 2941.25.
Defendant committed felonious assault with an animus separate from that of aggravated robbery where defendant beat the victim into unconsciousness, continued to beat the victim after he had lost consciousness, and then stole property from the victim; therefore, the juvenile court did not err under R.C. 2941.25 in imposing separate punishments for the offenses.
