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SUMMARY:

R.C. 2943.031, which requires the trial court to advise a defendant of the possibility of deportation, exclusion, or denial of naturalization prior to accepting a guilty plea in a criminal proceeding, does not apply in juvenile proceedings.
The juvenile court did not abuse its discretion by overruling the juvenile’s R.C. 2152.85 motion for reclassification and continuing the juvenile’s Tier II juvenile-sex-offender-registrant classification where the trial court considered all relevant factors and information.
