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SUMMARY:


Where the juvenile failed to challenge the delinquency adjudications or the disposition, an appellate court cannot provide meaningful relief and the appeals were moot; although the juvenile remained on probation, any opinion regarding the procedure used during the juvenile court’s disposition would be advisory.
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
